INSTRUCTION MANUAL 

1. DESCRIPTION 

 

    Thank you for purchasing the MUSICAL SNOW GLOBE. This product features decorative details, blowing snow and a timer. This product is not a toy and is not   

    intended for use by children. For decorative and indoor use only.  

 

2. OPERATION 

 
A. Remove the MUSICAL SNOW GLOBE from the packaging.  

B. Open the battery cover and insert 3 x AA batteries (not included) into the battery compartment. Align “+” and “-“ as marked inside the compartment.  

C. Close the battery cover.  

D. The OFF / TIMER switch is located on the bottom of the unit.   

1. Switch to “TIMER” position to activate the lights in the scene.  

2. Switch to “OFF” position to deactivate the lights. 

E. Timer function is 4 hours on / 20 hours off.  

1. The lights will activate when the switch is moved to the “TIMER” position and remain lit for 4 hours.  

2. After the 4 hour period, the lights will automatically deactivate.  

3. The lights will once again activate after a 20 hour period.  

4. The timer function will automatically cycle through steps 1-3 until the timer is reset.  

5. Move the OFF / TIMER switch to “OFF” then “TIMER” to restart the 4 hours on / 20 hours off function.  

 

 
 

F. Press the “Push to Play” button located in the center of the snowflake pictured above while in “TIMER” mode to activate the music and the snow animation.  

1. One song will play and the snow will blow each time the button is pressed. 

2. When the button is pressed while the TIMER is in the 20 hour sleep cycle, the lights and snow animation will activate while the song plays, then resume 

sleep mode.  

3. No music or lights will activate if the “Push to Play” button is pressed while the OFF / TIMER switch is in the “OFF” mode.  

 

3. TROUBLESHOOTING 

 

PROBLEM               LIKELY CAUSE SOLUTION 

No Light                 

Batteries not inserted correctly Make sure to align the "+" and "-" as marked inside the battery compartment.  

Timer is on  
Unit will restart at the end of the 20-hour cycle. To start immediately, move 

the timer switch to “OFF” and then to “TIMER.” 

Switch is at “OFF” position  Turn the switch to “TIMER” position. 

Batteries exhausted  Change to new batteries. 

No Snow Snow build up Shake snow globe gently. 

No Music or 

Snow 
Music and snow not activated 

Press the “Push to Play” button to play the song and activate the snow 

animation. 

Song Restarts 
“Push to Play” button was pressed while the song was 

playing 
Wait until the song completes before pressing the “Push to Play” button again
