
Operating Instruction Manual 
Lantern with Flameless Candle Battery Operated – LED Lights with Timer   

 
 

Your item has been carefully packaged for transit, however due to the nature of the materials used; some debris may 
appear in the bottom of the packaging or while unpacking.  We have designed this item so its beauty will not be 
diminished by the debris. 
 
Included: 
• One (1) Lantern with Flameless Candle Battery Operated 1 LED Light inside the Candle with timer, 2 AA batteries (not 

included)  
 

Installation Instructions: 
1. Carefully remove Lantern from packaging. 
2. Open the battery box cover located at base of the Lantern insert 2 AA batteries (not included). Follow diagram in 

battery box for proper orientation. (Do not mix old and new batteries; do not mix alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or 
rechargeable (nickel-cadmium) batteries). 

3. Close battery box cover.   
4. Set battery box switch to desired mode    

• On   –   lights are on.   
• Timer  – LED light inside the candle will stay lit for 6 hours and then automatically turn off for 18 hours. 
• Off   –   lights are off. 

Care Instructions:  
1. For best results, use alkaline batteries.  
2. Install only new batteries of the same type in your product. 
3. Failure to insert batteries in the correct polarity, as indicated in the battery compartment, may shorten the life of the 

batteries or cause batteries to leak. 
4. Do not mix old and new batteries. 
5. Do not mix Alkaline, Standard (Carbon-Zinc) or Rechargeable (Nickel Cadmium) or (Nickel Metal Hydride) batteries. 
6. Do not dispose of batteries in fire. 
7. Batteries should be recycled or disposed of as per state and local guidelines. 
8. Indoor/outdoor under covered porch. 
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
